Diane Henry Wangensteen presented an overview of LCC-6, the resolution authorizing the LCC to 

reimburse expenses and pay per diems for members of legislative commissions, subcommittees, task 



forces and working groups.  Ms. Henry Wangensteen presented on the lodging reimbursement rate for 

public members and noted that LCC-6 increases the lodging limit for public members.
